pescdidios OFFICIAL RULES & REGULATIONS

1. This is a Captain’s Choice Tournament, in which a boat may fish 7 days within the eligible time period
of the Tournament (Excluding November 24th, 2011 - Tha nksgiving Day. The Marina will be CLOSED.)
There are no rain or weather days. Tournament commences November 4th, 2011 and concludes
November 26th, 2zo11.

2. Boats must leave & enter the Cape May Inlet or Cape May Canal and fish either the Atlantic Ocean, Del-
aware Bay or the Inland Waters in Cape May County.

3. Boats must pick up their Weigh-In ticket from the Bait & Tackle Shop on the morning of the day you
decide to fish. You must pick up your Weigh-In ticket by boat. You must have a Weigh-In ticket to enter
your catch for that day. The Bait & Tackle Shop opens at 6:30 am daily.

4. All fish must be available for weigh-in between 2:00 pm and 4:00 pm each day fished, with the excep-
tion of the final day of the tournament, November 26th, 2011; when fish will be weighed-in from 12:00
noon until 2:00 pm. Fish may ONLY be brought in to be weighed by BOAT. You may not bring fish by
truck or car from another location. NO EXCEPTIONS!

5. If a boat becomes disabled, the participants may transfer to another boat and fish under the original
boat's name. The Captain of the disabled boat must inform either the Director or the Weigh-In Master
of the disability. Failure to do so will result in automatic disqualification.

6. Any Protest must be presented to the Tournament Director or Weigh-In Master ON THE DAY FISHED.

Their determination will be absolutely FINAL.

The minimum size fish for Weigh-In will be 28" for any prize.

4 anglers per boat maximum; 4 lines per boat maximum.

Each boat will be permitted to weigh-in ONE STRIPED BASS PER DAY: and ONE BLUEFISH per day;

7 weigh-in days MAXIMUM. NOTE: BLUEFISH DO NOT QUALIFY FOR THE $1,000.00— “TOTAL

WEIGHT OF STRIPED BASS WEIGHED IN” Prize.

10. If entered in the Striped Bass Calcutta, 60% of the prize money will go to the one largest fish, 25% of the
money will be awarded to the second largest fish, and 15% of the money will be awarded to the third
largest fish.

11. Ifentered in the Heaviest Bluefish Calcutta, 100% of the prize money will go to the heaviest Bluefish.
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
